From the Desk of the Mayor . . . Dick Moriarty
I was looking back on past newsletters and EVERY year at this time we

start hearing about preparations for our annual Community parade. The
Parade Committee is finalizing plans for  one of Lancaster County's largest
and  most dynamic parades in the ENTIRE Susquehanna Valley. This year's
parade is Saturday, October 23, 2010 and kicks off precisely at 9:00 am.  So
far  over 15 bands have been booked, along with the usual  antique cars,
floats, marchers, fire/emergency apparatus, twirlers, etc., etc., etc!  This year's
special guest will be the Lone Ranger (not the original) and his horse Silver
(not the original, either), along with Native American Indian dancers all under

the theme of "The Wild Wild West"! There will be over 2000 participants expected to participate and
give us one terrific parade- rain or shine. For more info, check out the website at
www.parade.millersville.edu.  After the parade, head on over to the University's Fall Fling event at the
parking garage, adjacent to Biemesderfer Stadium, featuring food, craft and other vendors, entertainment,
kids games and more fun for everyone from 11 a.m.

As you are probably aware, come 1/1/2011, Millersville will be kicking off a year-long 250th birthday
celebration.  Please check out the article on page 4 and thanks go to co-chairs Steven DiGuiseppe, Mary
Ann Gerber and their various committees for preparing for this massive event!

In June of this year the Borough Police Department received a grant from the Lancaster Heart and
Stroke Foundations in the form of a new state-of-the-art defibrillator (AED).  In August the Millersville
Lion's Club held their annual Community Day event and raised enough money to donate a second AED
unit to the police department.  The Millersville Police Department and Millersville Fire Company are
both equipped and trained to use these devices and the Lancaster Emergency Medical Services unit is
stationed right here in the Boro.  Bob May, Executive Director, cited a statistic that...”In 2010, 325,000
people will die from Sudden Cardiac Arrest (SCA), more than who die from AIDS, Alzheimer's, firearms
assaults, breast cancer, colon cancer, fires, motor vehicle accidents, prostate cancer and suicides
combined." This disease strikes suddenly, has a 93% mortality rate and effects young and old."

To that end, our emergency medical services, (EMS) nationally, experiences great success in
improving outcomes; they are limited at times by the lack of early detection and public initiation of CPR.
For a strong system to save lives from SCA, EMS and the general public must work together.  We, the
general public, need to be aware and recognize signs and symptoms of a heart attack and call 9-1-1 early!
As a society, for the best protection we all need to learn CPR.  Enroll yourself and your family members
in a CPR program.  Training is easy and fun and you will also learn about obstructed airways and the
Automatic External Defibrillator (AED).  The second Thursday each month at 100 East Charlotte Street,
Millersville, Lancaster EMS offers CPR/AED training from 6:00-10:00 p.m.  To register, please contact
Tess Mullhausen at (717) 481-4841, ext. 10 or email training@lemsa.com  Together we can help save
lives in our community!  Lancaster EMS does receive a small fee for this and other services, but they are
a nonprofit organization and do not receive tax dollars and they need our donations to function.  PLEASE
help support them and watch for their 2011 membership drive mailing in late October or early November!
  

Finally, the merger of 4 area fire companies, including Millersville, Highville, Washington Boro and
West Lancaster Fire Companies is quickly coming to fruition. A significant amount of time and work has
been invested on this merger by many people and I'm very grateful to all of them. The name of the new
organization will be Blue Rock Fire Rescue Company.  The two impacted municipalities: Manor Twp
and Millersville Boro are finalizing an "Inter-municipal Agreement" which will establish the framework
for the operation of this new organization.  A Fire Administrator will be hired to coordinate the
day-to-day activities, to finalize the merger and function in this role moving forward.  As it appears now
these final stages will be the focus for 2010 and with the turning of the clock on 1/1/2011 the
official/legal commencement of this new Fire Service organization will take place.  While we have been
blessed with the exceptional services of the Millersville Fire Company , I am confident that this merger
will create even greater efficiencies: training, organization, professionalism and general overall service.
Thanks again to everyone who has worked so diligently over these past few years to bring us the Blue
Rock Fire Rescue Company!

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TRASH & RECYCLING HIGHLIGHTS
1) If you have a concern regarding
your trash pickup, please contact the
Borough Office at 872-4645 ext. 100
before 11:00 AM the day following
trash collection.
2) Trash and recycling pick up is every
Monday (for exceptions, see Holiday
Schedule on back page of Trash
Collection & Recycling Newsletter).
3) Place containers out  the day before
pick up,  but NOT before 12 Noon.
4)  Remove containers no later than 12
Noon on day after pick up.
5)  Green recycling bins are available
at the Borough Office.
6) THREE containers are included in
the basic fee with EACH container
having a 32-gallon size and/or 30 lb.
weight limit. Each extra container
requires a yellow tag (sold on sheets of
4 for $5).
7) Place Woody Yard Waste in Kraft
Biodegradable bags, available at the
Borough Office Police Carport, and
require a green  tag (sold on sheets of
4 for $5).

Yard Waste
Last day for yard waste collection for
2010 is Monday, October 25th.  An
occasional bag of yard waste after that
date should be treated as a trash item;
NO BIODEGRADABLE BAGS.   Any
extra trash items must have a
yellow tag (sold on sheets of 4 for $5)
on it visible to the hauler.
Large Appliance/Tire Collection
Dehumidifiers, clothes washers and
dryers, dishwashers, refrigerators,
freezers, stoves, water heaters, air
conditioners, furnaces, etc. – and tires
will be picked up Saturday, October
16th 2010.  Please notify the Borough

Office for pick up of large appliances &
tires.  Large appliances–$12.00 blue
tag, tires/rims each require a  yellow
tag (sold on sheets of 4 for $5).

Use the FREE brown biodegradable
leaf bags ONLY.  Leaves in plastic
bags or leaves loose in cans will be
rejected by the hauler.

Biodegradable leaf bags can be
picked up in the Police carport
located at the Borough Offices at
100 Municipal Drive, Millersville.
Please honor sign regarding bag
limit.

Recycling Required by 
Commercial Businesses

We remind all businesses in the
Borough that you are required to
recycle certain items as mandated by
State and Borough ordinance.  Those
items include corrugated cardboard,
high-grade office paper, glass bottles
and jars, steel and aluminum cans,
and plastic items with a #1 (PET) or #2
(HDPE).  In addition, automotive repair
shops should be recycling used motor
oil and other vehicle fluids, tires and
batteries.

From the Borough Manager’s Office 
     The Borough has recently received welcome news of
grant funding through the County's Urban Enhancement
Grant Program and the Community Development Block
Grant Program to assist in a million dollar infrastructure
project to begin in the summer of 2011.  The project area
includes West Frederick Street from Shenks Lane to South
Prince Street.  The Borough will be replacing curbs,
sidewalks, sewer, stormwater and road surface.  The City
of Lancaster will replace the water line.
     Our municipal trash hauler contract will go out for bid this year.  The
contract will cover the next three years of service with a two year extension

option.  The hauler fee and the charges from
Lancaster County Solid Waste Management
Authority are the two major expenses that determine
the quarterly residential bill generated by the
Borough for the residential collection service.

     Any municipal budgets will be challenged for this year and next due to
the downturn of the economy.  Approximately 40% of
our income is determined by economic conditions.
Communicate with your elected officials about
prioritizing your needs and concerns for the community
as the administration formulates a proposed 2011 budget.

Stormwater Management
Millersville Borough continues its Federally
Mandated Stormwater Management Program
which includes inspections of all public and
private storm water outfalls.  The purpose of the
inspections is to locate and eliminate illicit

discharges. No illicit discharges were found during the inspection
process.  Public awareness plays a crucial part in keeping our streams,
bays, and oceans free from pollution.  Millersville Borough and the
Department of Environmental Protection encourages the public’s
involvement.  You can learn more about stormwater management by
visiting www.dep.state.pa.us SEARCH: “Storm Water”.

WINTER  IS  COMING
Residents often ask, “Why plow the streets from curb to
curb?”  There are a number of reasons.  The most
important is to allow emergency vehicles (police, fire, and
ambulance) a clear, wide path to the residence to which
they respond.  A timely  emergency response is of the
utmost importance.  The snow must also be moved to
the curb to open the inlets for proper drainage of melting
snow which in turn leaves room to place future accumulating snow.  In past
winters we had several storms with large amounts of accumulating snow.
Millersville was one of the few towns that did not get “snowed shut”.  This
was due to the fact that we had all of our prior storm snow removed.
Please be aware that it is unlawful to deposit any snow back into a public street. (Borough
Ordinance 1996-2).  A homeowner and/or contractor may be held liable to any accidents
that occur from depositing snow in a public street, therefore, willingly creating a hazard.

Wastewater Treatment News
     The Borough’s wastewater treatment
plant can meet the current Federal and
State permit limitations for nitrogen and
phosphorous without any major capital
improvements.  The type of plant we
have, sequential batch reactor (SBR),
makes this achievable.  Nitrogen and
phosphorous are key pollutant elements
in the Chesapeake Bay which
Pennsylvania has recently begun to
scrutinize closer as the Federal
regulations become more intense.
Ground sedimentation or “run off” is also
a major polluter originating chiefly from the agricultural areas.
Lancaster County municipalities will consider a regional
program to address ground run off and other stormwater
related issues.

     A sewage pumping station on Creek Drive assists in the flow
of sewage to the Borough’s wastewater treatment plant located
along the Conestoga River.  Most of the equipment at this
station has aged beyond its useful life expectancy.  Equipment
will be replaced in 2011 with some added engineered upgrades.
In order to minimize the risks of sewage overflows from the
station during flood occurrences, the station will have its
perimeter protected by a concrete flood wall.  Additionally,
larger pumps will be installed at the station for handling
sewage flows during peak volume periods.

     A sanitary and stormsewer line between Village Green Lane
and Glenn Oaks Drive that was planned for 2010 will begin in
2011.  Unforeseen utility easement issues have delayed this
renovation.  This project will control the overflow of stormsewer
lines which results from under-sized piping construction.
